I. CALL TO ORDER


The City Council of Chester, Illinois, met in regular session on Monday, August 15, 2022, in the Municipal Building, 1330 Swanwick Street.  Mayor Page called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

III. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
IV. READING OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Alderman Maes moved to dispense with the reading of the minutes of the previous meeting and to approve them as prepared by the city clerk.  Alderman Hill asked for discussion on an agenda item from the previous council meeting.  During the August 1, 2022 City Council Meeting, an Ordinance was passed to increase the number of “Class A” liquor license by five licenses.  City Attorney Jeff Kerkhover prepared a draft to the Ordinance increasing the “Class A” liquor license by one license to accommodate a request from Tino’s Tacos which was presented to the council in the packets.  Alderman Hill read Section 10:30 paragraph 3 from Robert’s Rules of Order stating any change submitted to an amendment before the council must have a motion to change, seconded and carried by a majority vote to make the change.  Alderman Hill claimed the vote was taken out of order and the action taken should be rescinded immediately.  Alderman Hill stated any changes to an agenda must be formally voted on by the council and he believes the change to increase by five licenses instead of one should have required two votes by the city council.  City Attorney Kerkhover stated the motion was proper and correctly adopted by the city council.  Attorney Kerkhover noted the liquor license modification is comparable to changes made to the Annual Appropriation Ordinance.  Alderman Maes called for point of order.  Alderman Maes advised the minutes are verbatim to the previous meeting and the council can only act on approving the proposed minutes now.  Alderman Maes suggested discussing these issues with the City Attorney at a later time.  Alderman Allison suggested a revote on the amendment of the number of liquor licenses.  Alderman Allison stated he did not want to see this issue swept under the rug.  Alderman Maes advised the council is unable to act on a previous agenda item during this section of the meeting.  Alderman Dudenbostel seconded the motion.  Aldermen Allison and Hill disagreed with proceeding on a vote to approve the minutes.  Mayor Page requested roll call.  UPON ROLL CALL:  Ayes:  Aldermen Buckham, Maes, Platt, Homan, Dudenbostel.  Nays:  Aldermen Hill, Allison.  Absent:  Alderman Rader.  Motion carried.

Chairman Homan requested an update on road repairs due to a water main replacement on Randolph Street.  Mayor Page advised Illini Asphalt will be repairing Randolph Street.  This project is currently on their wait list.
Ordinance & Public Property Committee (Chairman Hill):

Chairman Hill repeated his prior statement claiming the motion was illegal on the adoption of Ordinance #1778 pertaining to increasing the number of liquor licenses.
