ORDINANCE #1804 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SCHEDULE “P” OF CHAPTER 24 OF THE REVISED CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CHESTER, ILLINOIS:
Alderman Hill suggested amending the proposed Ordinance and adding a handicapped parking space in front of Knights of Columbus Hall.  Alderman Hill requested the handicapped parking space for the Knights of Columbus since they were previously denied due to the location not meeting ADA requirements.  Alderman Platt stated the Knights of Columbus Hall is on a steep incline and it would be a safety concern to place a handicapped parking space on a hill.  Alderman Maes volunteered to discuss the need for a handicapped parking space with a representative from the Knights of Columbus and report back to the city council.  Alderman Berry moved to approve Ordinance #1804 and add a handicapped parking space in front of 986 State Street.  Alderman Dudenbostel seconded the motion. Water Plant – Filter to Waste Valves:
Alderman Maes moved to waive formal competitive bidding and approve the quote from Municipal Equipment Company, Inc. for four filter to waste valves for the new backwash panel for $40,000.00.
